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STEPS FOR ENROLLING A NEW STUDENT
  
Children who are enrolling in our four-year-old Kindergarten program must turn four by September 30, 2011 and
children who are enrolling in our five-year-old Kindergarten program must turn five by September 30, 2011.  Any
student entering K-4 or K-5 must have had a physical within one year before enrolling in Landmark (Ref. Code of
Virginia §22.1-270).  Parents must submit the original copy of the “School Entrance Physical Examination and
Immunization Certification,” Form MCH-213G, or update, (no copies will be accepted) with proof of Physical and
Immunization as follows:
  
MINIMUM IMMUNIZATIONS REQUIRED FOR ENTRY INTO SCHOOL B Y THE STATE BOARD OF HEALTH
3 DTP or  DTaP  – at least one (1) dose of DTaP or DTP after the fourth birthday unless received six (6) doses

before the fourth birthday.  All sixth grade students must have a Tdap booster dose prior to
entry into school if at least five years have passed since receiving the last dose of tetanus-
containing vaccine.

3 Pol io Vacci ne – at least one (1) dose after the fourth birthday unless received four (4) doses of all OPV or all
IPV prior to fourth birthday.

Hib  – two (2) - three (3) doses in infancy; one (1) booster between 12-15 months; one (1) dose between 15-60
months if unvaccinated.

3 Hep  B  do ses  – required for all children, and for students enrolling in sixth grade if unvaccinated.
2 Measles   – first dose on / after 12 months (365 days) of age; second dose prior to entering kindergarten.
1 Mum ps    – on / after 12 months (365 days) of age.
1 Rubel la    – on / after 12 months (365 days) of age.
1 Varicel la  – to susceptible children born on / after January 1, 1997; dose on / after 12 months (365 days) of age.
Pneum oco ccal  (PVC) Vacci ne – two to four doses, dependent on age at first dose, of pneumococcal 7-valent
conjugate vaccine for children less than two years of age.

Stude nt s  trans ferr ing  from another school must provide a copy of their last physical and immunizations forms
along with the application.

STEP 1 Obtain and read the 2011-2012 Landmark Christian School guidebook.
  
STEP 2 Complete the 2011-2012 application.  Please make sure that every section of the application is

complete.  The fol low ing doc um ent s  MUST accom pany  the appl icat ion:
1) A current medical form.  It must be a signed original of form MCH-213G or update.
2) A copy of the child’s official state issued birth certificate. 
3) A copy of the child’s social security card.
4) The $40.00 application fee.
5) A copy of the student’s grade card for the past two years if a student is entering grades 2-8.  If a

student is entering grades 9-12, we require a copy of the past three year’s report cards.
  

Attach the requested documents to the application and send it to the school office.  Be sure that every
section of the application has been completed.  W e will return incomplete applications unprocessed.

  
STEP 3 After we have accepted and processed the application, we will notify you of the date and time of the

entrance test.  All students K-4 – 12 must pass the entrance test.
  
STEP 4 Non-refundable registration fees are due upon completion of the pre-entrance test.  Stude nt s  are no t

off ici ally  enr ol led un t i l  w e have r ecei ved  the r egi st rat ion  fee.
  
STEP 5 A complete transcript of grades from the sending school, showing proof of credit, must be received by

the school office before Landmark Christian School can give final approval of acceptance.
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STEP 6 Following acceptance, consumable workbook fees are due by June 1, and the first tuition payment is
due on, or before August 1.  Paym ents  m ust b e postm ark ed  by th e FIRST o f th e m onth  to  avo id
a late fee.  Tuition payments are due by the first of each month and are considered delinquent after
4:00 P.M. the fifth of each month.  If your tuition payment is late, there will be a $10.00 late fee applied
to your account on the 6  and an additional $10.00 on the 16  of the month.  Landmark Christianth th

School DOES NOT send out a monthly statement.  Paying your account in a timely manner helps to
keep down expenses.  PAYMENTS MADE AFTER THE 15  OF THE MONTH MUST BE PAID  INTH

CASH OR A MONEY ORDER.  
  
STEP 7 STUDENTS MUST ADHERE TO OUR SCHOOL’S DRESS CODE WHEN TAKING THE ENTRANCE

TEST.

STATEMENT OF POLICY PROCEDURES

Landmark Christian School is an extension of the ministry of Landmark Baptist Church.  Therefore, Landmark
Baptist Church reserves the privilege of setting and maintaining Landmark Christian School’s own standards for
conduct, dress, cleanliness, and scholarship.  The school maintains the right to refuse admittance to anyone who
fails to meet entrance requirements.  The school maintains the right to suspend or dismiss any student who violates
the standards set down in this handbook and in the high school handbook for grades seven through twelve, or other
rules and regulations established by the administration of the school.  Landmark Christian School reserves the
privilege of amending, changing, deleting, or adding to the rules, regulations and policies as is necessary for
maintaining order and for accomplishing the goals and objectives of the school.

In the following sections of this handbook, you will find an explanation of our school’s policies, rules, discipline
procedures, and programs.  Please read and familiarize yourself with these as a parent and make sure that your
child does the same.
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SCHOOL PHILOSOPHY

Landmark Christian School believes that for a student to be truly educated he must not only know God’s purpose
for his own life, but also God’s plan for the ages.  Landmark Christian School is founded upon the authority of the
W ord of God and emphasizes the fundamentals of the Christian Faith. The Bible is the center of this school’s
curriculum and we use the King James Version exclusively.  Landmark Christian School is a ministry of Landmark
Baptist Church and holds to its faith and practice, according to God’s W ord, in all facets of its particular ministry.

Landmark Christian School believes the highest goal in discipline is self-discipline.  It further holds that this self-
discipline has to be taught in precepts and in practice.  It is the purpose of the school to train young people in the
nurture (discipline) and admonition (instruction) of the Lord; thus it is imperative that Christian teaching is presented
in a Christian environment.

The philosophy of Landmark Christian School is taken from Proverbs 1:7, “The fear of the Lord is the beginning
of knowledge.”  Our curriculum is focused upon the Lord Jesus Christ because Colossians 2:3 states that in Christ
“are hid all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.”  Landmark Christian School, a ministry of Landmark Baptist
Church, is dedicated to providing quality education in a Christian atmosphere.

Parents are responsible for their children under God.  Teachers and administrators are co-workers with the parents.
W e believe that the home, church, and school should work together for a superior education.  W e believe that the
pupil, teacher, and parent should communicate in a spirit of unity to see that goal become a reality.

Landmark Christian School endeavors to keep reasonable tuition rates for the benefit of those who are interested
in Christian education.  This school receives no federal assistance, neither is endowed nor supported by any
organization other than Landmark Baptist Church.

The information contained in this guidebook will cover, in general, the rules, regulations, and doctrinal beliefs of
Landmark Baptist Church and Landmark Christian School.  Please read the information carefully before filling out
the application.  If you have a question, please discuss it with the administration before registering your child.

Tuition fees are to be paid in ten monthly installments.  The f irst  m on th’ s t ui t ion , du e on o r bef or e Aug ust  1,
is  Non-refu ndab le.   The final payment is due on or before May 1.  No financial adjustments are made for days
absent or for school vacations.  W hen students enroll during the school year, one payment in advance along with
the current month’s payment is due prior to the student attending school.  There are additional fees for consumable
workbooks and for certain classes in the upper grades.

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Payments should be made by cash, check, or money order and mailed or delivered directly to the school office.
Landmark Christian School DOES NOT send out a monthly statement, or accept post-dated checks.  Tuition
payments are due by the first of each month and are considered delinquent after 4:00 P.M. the fifth of each month.
Paym ent s sho ul d be po st m arked by t he FIRST of  the m on th t o avoi d a l ate fee.   If your tuition payment is
late, there will be a $10.00 late fee applied to your account the morning of the 6  and an additional $10.00 theth

morning of the 16  of the month.  The school is not responsible for tuition payments brought to school by theth

student or left in the mailbox without postage.
  
Paym ents  m ade aft er th e 15  o f th e m onth  m ust b e paid  in  cash  or a  m oney ord er. th

  
There will be a $25.00 charge for each check returned due to insufficient funds.  There will be no  exc ept ion s.
Retur ned  checks m ust  be rect if ied by cash or  m on ey or der  on ly, w ithi n f ive d ays, and all late penalties are
applicable.
  
In the event your account is thirty (30) days past due, report  card s and /or all s choo l re cord s w ill  be held  un til
th e accoun t is  up  to  date .  By signing the application, you are authorizing the school to withhold report cards and
other records until tuition and other fees have been paid and your account is up to date.  If past due accounts
continue more than thirty (30) days, you could be asked to withdraw your student.

TITHER DISCOUNT
  
Faithful tithing members of Landmark Baptist Church will be given a discount.  The fa ith fu l, ti th ing  m em bers  of
Landmark Baptist Church make Landmark Christian School possible.  There is no way Landmark Christian School
could exist without the faithful giving of these people who view Christian Education as a ministry.  School families
are cordially invited to attend Landmark Baptist Church.  By attending, families not only help support an important
ministry, but also give continuity and reinforcement to their child’s total education.  Mem ber s of  Land m ark Bap t ist
Chur ch w ho are int erested i n r eceivi ng thi s  di scoun t m us t check their reque st on  the s tude nt  appl icat ion
to  receive the Treasurer’s  approval.  There is  no  d iscoun t fo r the four-year-o ld  p rogram.

FAMILY DISCOUNT
  
Families who enroll more than one child will receive the family discount.  The discount applies to the children in
th e im m ed iate  fam ily o n ly .  The oldest child will be enrolled at the established rate.  The second child will receive
a $100.00 reduction off the annual tuition.  The third child, and any additional children in the immediate family, will
each receive a $200.00 reduction off the annual tuition.

CHILD CARE CREDIT
  
The IRS allows Child Care Credit for personal tax purposes in sending your child to school if both of the following
are true:

1. Your child is in a grade level below the first grade.
2. The amount you pay for schooling is incident to and cannot be separated from the cost of care.

  
Landmark Christian School doe s no t provide before-school or after-school day care.  The four-year-old
Kindergarten program is all-in s t ruc tio nal.  Tuition payments are 100% schoo ling  cost s, and n ot for  car e.
Therefore, requests for information for tax credit purposes would not appear to meet IRS guidelines.  Any attempt
to use schooling only costs for a child care credit will be the responsibility of the tax filer and tax preparer, and not
that of Landmark Christian School.  W e issue this statement following a determination made by legal counsel.

SCHOOL ATTENDANCE AND ABSENCE
  
School hours are 8:20 A.M. until 3:10 P.M. daily.  Teachers will not be ready to receive students in the classroom
until the first bell at 8:05 A.M.  Students should not be escorted to their classrooms.  Parents are asked not to enter
the classrooms after 8:05 A.M. or before 3:30 P.M. since students need the teacher’s full attention.  A s tude nt
m ust b e in  th eir cla ssro om  o r h om e ro om , prepared , and  ready to  beg in  c lass at 8 :20 A.M. o r th ey are
co nsid ered  tard y.

Students are not to remain at school after 3:30 P.M. unless they are participating in the sports program, or have
prior written permission.  W e expect students who drive to use the same time schedule and leave the parking lot
by 3:30 P.M.  Parents who transport students to and from school must notify the office immediately if they are not
able to pick up the student by 3:30 P.M.

Lat e Pick- up  Fee
  
Stu den ts  m ust b e p ic ked  up  no  late r th an  3:30 P.M.  A fee of $5.00 for every ten minutes past 3:30 P.M. will
be added to your school account.
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Regular school attendance is absolutely essential to the progress of a student and is of utmost importance if the
student is to do his best.  Regular attendance is necessary to keep up with the daily work and to conform with state
statutes.  W e ask parents to avoid making appointments during critical class periods and help to reduce the
number of unnecessary absences or tardies.
  
If a student is absent from school for more than twenty days his promotion could be in jeopardy.  In grades 7-12,
attendance will also be considered on a per course basis.  This could result in the loss of credit for any course in
which the student has accumulated ten or more absences per semester.  Landmark Christian School reserves the
right to retain a student in the same grade due to excessive absences. 
  
W hen a student is absent from school for any reason, the student must bring a w rit ten excuse when returning to
school.  The written excuse MUST include the date(s) of the absence, the SPECIFIC reason f or  the  ab sence ,
and the signature of the parent.  Stude nt s  in g rades seven t hr oug h tw elve shou ld b r ing a s tatem ent  from  the
docto r if th ey are  absen t fo r m ore  th an  th ree days  consecu tiv ely.  W e will issue an unexcused absence for
failure to provide necessary information.  
  
We requ ire a do ct or 's st atem ent  for  EACH absence af ter ten absen ces un less the par ent s have d iscussed
unusual c irc um stances w ith  th e prin c ip al.
  
Excused  absences  are only given for the following:
  1. Sickness 2. Death in immediate family 3. Medical appointments
  
Unexcused  absences  are all other absences.  Zeros are recorded in all classes where we have issued unexcused
absences and the student will not be permitted to make up any work that was missed.  The student will be expected
to make up exams as scheduled, and if they missed exams due to unexcused absence - exam s m ust  be t aken
the day they retur n t o s choo l.  Any major assignment due during an unexcused absence is due the day the
student returns.  Students could receive zeros for failing to complete the work on time. 

If a student must be out of school for reasons other than the above, parents should notify the principal in adv ance
of the absen ce for a possible “approved unexcused absence” which would allow the student to make up missed
work.  Acceptable excuses for an approved unexcused absence would typically include a family emergency, or a
work-related trip where making provision for the student to remain in school is impossible.  W e will treat all other
absences as unexcused absences.  This means that the student will only be allowed to make up major exams.
All other recorded grades will be zeros.  Excessive absences and tardies may result in dismissal from school.
  
Tardi ness  to class is disruptive to classroom procedure and must be avoided.  All students who arrive at school
after 8:20 A.M. must report to the school office and be signed in by a parent.  They will receive a tardy slip and
permit to class. 
  
Ear ly di sm issal s ar e co nsid ered  un excused except  for  the r easons al ready  st ated un der  “Excused
Absen ces. ”  Parents wishing to have students dismissed for any portion of the school day must send a written
request to the teacher stating the reason and time of the dismissal.  The principal will determine whether an early
dismissal is excused or unexcused.  The parent  m us t m eet the ir  chi ld in the schoo l of f ice to s ign them  ou t
o f s choo l.
  
ILLN ESS 
  
If your child has a fever, cold, upset stomach, or any undue physical distress, please keep him/her home.  This is
as much for your child’s protection as it is for the protection of the other children in the classroom.  Please be
reminded that the consensus among physicians is that a child should be fever-free without medication for twenty-
four hours before returning to school.  Wor k ing parent s, pl ease check your  chi ld b efor e you go to w or k .  You r
ch ild  is  yo ur respons ib ili ty  w hen he/she is  no t fe elin g  w ell,  and  no t th e respons ib ili ty  o f th e schoo l.  If a
student should become ill at school, we will notify parents.  Consequently, it is imperative that parents supply each
application with an up-to-date emergency number in case we cannot reach the parents when we need them.  For
the saf ety and w ell being  of you r chi ld, pl ease no t ify the scho ol  of f ice of  any  chang es i n p ho ne nu m ber s,
job change s, fam ily s ituat ions , or  ot her pert inent  inf or m ation.

MEDICATIONS
  
NO MEDICATIONS which are unmarked or unauthorized will be administered to students who become ill at school.
THIS INCLUDES TYLENOL.  Should a student use Tylenol or other similar over-the-counter pain relievers on a
regular basis, parents must submit the medicine and written instructions as to their use.  No medicine will be given
unless authorized by the parent or guardian.  There are additional regulations that apply to children in our four-year-
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old kindergarten program.  Parents should contact the school office for more information if their child must take
medications while at school.
  
Prescript ion Medi cat ion:  If a doctor has prescribed medication to be given to your child during the day, please
send complete, written instructions to the office, along with the properly labeled medication.  Be sure to give the
specific name of the medication and the strength (mg.) along with the time the medication is to be given and any
special instructions.  Include the student’s name and grade.  All medications are to be left in the school office.  The
student will report to the office at the appropriate time to take his medication.  Medication MUST be in PRE-
MEASURED, SINGLE-DOSE quantities.  Send only one day’s supply at a time.  Special exceptions will be given
to drops and ointments.
  
Unde r no  c ircum stanc es is  a s tude nt  perm it ted t o g ive m edi cat ion to anot her s tud ent .  No schoo l
pers onnel are  au th oriz ed  to  g iv e prescrip tio n  or n on -p resc r ip tio n  m ed ic atio n  to  any s tu den t, excep t in
accor dan ce w ith a par ent ’s or  gu ardi an’ s speci f ic, w rit ten di rect ion s.
  
No  stu den t s hou ld  have asp irin s , tra nqu ili zers , co ld  p ill s , etc ., in  h is /her p ossess io n  durin g  schoo l.

GENERAL G UIDELINES
  
Attendance at Landmark Christian School is a privilege, not a right.  These twelve general guidelines are helpful
in understanding requirements for LCS Students:
 1. Cooperate respectfully with those in authority.
 2. Strive for excellence as a student.
 3. Associate with people of high moral character.
 4. Avoid the appearance of evil.
 5. Abstain from gossip, grumbling, and complaining.
 6. Abstain from the use of alcoholic drinks, tobacco, and illegal drugs.
 7. Refrain from gambling.
 8. Refrain from swearing, profanity, or other indecent language.
 9. Refrain from destructive, disorderly, or illegal behavior.
10. Refrain from rap, rock and all other forms of worldly music.
  
WITHDRAW AL
  
If, for any reason a parent finds it necessary to withdraw their child during the school year, the parent responsible
for the account must send a written statement to the school office stating the reason for the withdrawal.  Students
being withdrawn should be prompt with withdrawal information.  If the student is not attending classes at Landmark,
we will record zeros until we receive an official withdrawal notice.

If the student attends any part of a given month, full tuition must be paid for that month.  W e will transfer neither
transcript of grades nor medical forms to another school until accounts are paid in full and all checks have cleared
the bank. Off ic ia l tra nscrip ts  w ill  on ly b e tra nsm itte d  fro m  prin c ip al to  p rin c ip al.
  
CURRICULUM
  
For the most part, a Christian curriculum from A Beka or Bob Jones University Press is used.  The curriculum at
Landmark Christian School is well rounded and suitable for students who are average or above, and who are
capable of working in a structured classroom situation on grade level.  Landmark Chris t ian  School  is  no t
desi gn ed, equi pp ed, or  st affed t o w or k w ith st ud ent s w ho  hav e unu sual  learni ng  or  behav ior  pr ob lem s.
  
Being distinctly different and Christian, each school day includes prayer, Bible study, and scripture memorization.
However, the integration of Bible into our curriculum does not make us a Christian school.  W e teach Christian
principles and character, and we maintain certain dress codes and disciplines which arise from our Biblical
convictions.

GRADING SCALES

Elementary students will bring a stapled set of tests home each Monday.  Parents are to examine the tests, sign
each, and return to school each Tuesday.  Student tests in grades seven through twelve are not sent home, but
are available for parental inspection at P.T.F. meetings or earlier, by appointment with the teacher.

Junior high and high school students receive thr ee-w eek and six-w eek rep ort s .  W e design these reports to
inform the parent of dropping grades or inconsistent effort.  This report must be signed and returned to the teacher
the following day. Your signature does not signify your approval, rather your awareness of the situation.

Landmark Christian School administers standardized achievement tests to students in grades K-5 through the
eleventh grade in the spring.  Parents are welcome to view this test during June, after school has been dismissed.
Please make an appointment to view the test.  The school requires seniors to take the S.A.T. or A.C.T. college
entrance test before graduation.
  
HELP CLA SS
  
Help class is available Monday afternoons from 3:15 until 4:00 P.M.  It is our desire to help students who may be
having difficulty with a particular unit or area of study.  W henever a student fails a test, we recommend the student
attend a help class, either during a study period or after school.  The teacher will send a help class request form
home when they notice dropping grades, or if the student did not make an acceptable score on a test.  Help class
is not intended to be a remedial class.  Students should not have to stay every Monday to keep up with their class.
Students or parents who desire help class should notify that teacher in writing as early as possible so the teacher
will have time to prepare for the class.  Parents must pick up students promptly at 4:00 P.M.
  
PROMOTION
  
Promotion to the next grade will be dependent upon the student’s gr ades and  achi evem ent  test  scor es.  Students
who are unable to maintain a “C” average in each core subject (English, history, science, math) and whose test
scores indicate areas of deficiencies could be retained.  The administration reserves the right to review each
student’s progress annually to determine eligibility for returning to Landmark Christian School.

Students who are re-enrolling must submit a new application each year, but are not required to take the entry test.
The administration will reconsider each application on an individual and annual basis.  We w il l  g ive att en ti on  to
the s tude nt ’s  academ ic achievem ent , test scor es, attenda nc e and cond uc t recor d.  Parent s  m us t no t
assum e th at any s tu den t w ill  be au to m atic ally re -enro lle d .  Landmark Christian School is under no obligation
whatsoever to re-enroll any student from year to year.

PARENT-TEACHER RELAT IONSHIP

It is important that we establish a good relationship.  Contact the teacher if a problem arises concerning your child.
Unsolved problems can be very damaging to those involved.  Parent-Teacher Fellowship meetings (PTF) are
scheduled regularly.  W e suggest that you attend each meeting if possible.  A Parent-Teacher Conference Day is
scheduled once each year and every parent should attend this conference.

W e encourage parents and teachers to schedule meetings before or after school to keep the lines of
communication open.  If you feel an appointment would be helpful, call the school office (644-5550) and ask to
leave a message for the teacher.  Teachers will attempt to return the call that day and set up an appointment.
Please do not “drop in” after school assuming that you will be able to speak with your child’s teacher, because they
may have other responsibilities after school.

SCHOOL A RRIVAL A ND DISMISSAL PRO CEDURES
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During drop-off and pick-up periods, AL L  TRAFFIC IN THE LOT MUST GO ONE WAY .  The main entrance will
be for en teri ng  on ly and the gym-side driveway will be for ex itin g  on ly .
  
Br ingi ng Stude nt s  to Schoo l
  
W e must ask that all parents who bring their children to school follow these guidelines for the safety of the children.
1. Parents bringing their children to school will enter by the main driveway entrance in the church parking lot.

Cars are not permitted to enter the driveway reserved for approved day care vans.
2. EVERYONE MUST PROCEED AT THE POSTED SPEED LIMIT, AND FOLL OW THE DIRECTIONS OF THE

ATTENDANT.  If parents send their child to school with someone else, they must instruct them to abide by
the guidelines. 

3. Parents should drive their children to the rear of the elementary building and let them out on the RIGHT side
of the car, IN THE UNLOADING AREA.  The children are to be instructed not to move between or around the
cars, but to go directly into the building.

4. It is imperative that cars move through the drop off area safely.  In order to avoid backups, please have your
children ready to unload before entering the drop off area.  THE DRIVER MUST REMAIN IN THE VEHICLE
WHILE IT IS IN THE PICK-UP AND DROP-OFF AREA.

5. For the safety of the children, PASSING IS ABSOLUTELY FORBIDDEN.
6. Day Care vans will be unloading in the same area.  Always check to make sure the area around your car is

completely clear before leaving.
7. Children should not be dropped off before a driveway supervisor is present.  Students may not enter the

building until the first bell at 8:05 A.M.
8. After unloading, parents should then proceed slowly around the gymnasium and return to Creighton Road.
9. It is unlawful to make a U-turn around the island in Creighton Road.  To proceed East (left) on Creighton Road:

1) turn RIGHT on to Creighton Road, 2) turn LEFT into the first athletic field access, 3) proceed through the
gravel lot and back to Creighton Road, 4) turn RIGHT on to Creighton Road using the second access.

10. DO NOT DRIVE PAST THE PARKING LOT CONES AFTER 8:20 A.M .  The school driveway must be closed
to traffic at the tardy bell for the safety of our children.  Parents who arrive after the tardy bell at 8:20 A.M. must
sign in their children in the school office.  Parents who need to conduct business in the school office should
park in the guest parking area (in front of the church auditorium.)

Picki ng  Up Studen ts at  the En d o f the Day
  
Those students who ride home with their parents MUST be picked up through the car lines and we must know
those who are permitted to pick up your child.  The school must be informed in writing, or by a phone call, if there
has been a change in your child’s transportation arrangements.  This is a supervised, protected area to ensure the
safety of the students.
  
W e ask parents to form their vehicles into six lines behind the queuing line.  Please be considerate and use as
much of the parking lot as possible so we will not back up traffic on Creighton Road.  As soon as the last Day Care
van leaves, parents will be directed into the pickup area, one car from each line, alternating turns.  Seven cars will
be loaded at a time.  This procedure is primarily for the safety of your child. Therefore, drive slowly, be very alert
and follow the directions of the supervisors.

STUDENT DRIVERS

Students who desire to drive to school are required to submit a parking permit which is included in the appendix
of their high school handbook that they receive at the Student/Parent Orientation.  After reading the rules for
student parking, the student should sign the permit and return it to the school office.  A parking permit must be in
the student’s file before we will allow them to drive to school.  Students who do not follow rules set down for their
own safety and for the safety of others will lose the privilege to drive to school.

If a student driver is responsible for taking other small children home, that driver must assemble his group and
escort them to the car.  This same procedure should also be followed in the morning to protect the safety of the
younger children.  The driveway supervisor will instruct students when it is safe to cross in front of the car lines.
Students are not permitted to ride with a student driver, under any circumstances, without written permission from
each of the student’s parents.  Unless the office has been notified, students found riding together before or after
school, without permission from the parents, will have the right to drive to school suspended or revoked.

AFTER SCHOOL A CTIVITIES
  
Please do not allow your student to remain unattended at school for after school games.  If elementary age children
stay for games, they must be attended by a parent.  Since the starting time for games varies, it does create a
problem if we must supervise students unexpectedly.  Any exception to this rule must be cleared with the
administration in writing.
  
SCHOOL LUNCH
  
A ho t l unch  p ro gram  is  no t availa b le, making it necessary for students to bring their lunches.  W hite or chocolate
milk is available for .55 cents per carton.  Ice cream novelties are also available for .35 cents and up.  W e ask
students in kindergarten through the sixth grade to purchase milk by the week.  W e take orders each Monday.
Prices are subject to change.  Kindergarten students should bring a midmorning snack, preferably a healthy snack
of low sugar content.
  
MUSIC
  Band

W e offer Band at three levels: Beginner Bands - Recorder Band for students in fourth grade and Beginner
Band for students in grades five and six; Junior High Band for grades seven and eight; and High School
Concert Band for grades nine through twelve.  All band students are expected to participate at performances.
W e recommend students practice five days each week.  It is suggested that elementary grade students
practice ten to fifteen minutes daily and junior high and high school students fifteen to twenty minutes daily.

  
Band students in grades nine through twelve earn ½ credit per year and also receive a certificate and letter
for participation.  Grades are based upon conduct, participation in class, practice habits, and attendance at
performances.

  
Cho ir
W e offer Choir at three levels: Elementary (grades four, five and six), Junior High (grades seven and eight),
and the High School Choral Group (grades nine through twelve).  All choir students are expected to participate
at performances.  Grades are based upon their conduct, participation in class and attendance at
performances.  Students in grades nine through twelve earn ½ credit per year.

  
Standard  perf o rm ance att ire  fo r b and  and  cho ir

  
Fourth grade through eighth grade students – 

  Boy’s A traditional navy or black suit or sport coat, navy or black dress slacks, a white dress shirt, a maroon
tie, dark socks, dark dress shoes.

Girl’s A loose-fitting navy or black skirt that comes below the knee (skirts with slits should be avoided), a
pure white, button-up blouse that tucks in at the waist and a neckline that meets school dress code,
dark dress shoes.

  
Landmark Christian School provides performance attire for students in the High School Choral Group and the High
School Concert Band.  School outfits do not go home.  Students will check outfits in and out before and after each
performance and dress at school.  There is a yearly fee of $15.00 to defray the expense of cleaning.  LCS will take
responsibility for cleaning the outfits, however the student will be responsible to pay for the additional cost of
cleaning spills or excessively dirty clothing.  Students assume complete responsibility to keep all parts of their outfit
together and in good condition.  The student will be responsible for the cost of replacement for any lost or damaged
clothing and accessories.
  
SPORTS
  
Students may try out for any sport or cheering event if they have no grades below a “C” for the last nine-week
grading period, a proper attitude, and a good Christian testimony.  Those competing in any sports, cheering event,
or extracurricular activity must maintain a “C” average in each subject.  Each student who participates in the athletic
program must submit his/her grades for each three-week progress report to the athletic director or sponsor.
Students with a grade average below a “C” in any subject are on academic probation for the next three weeks.
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They must continue to practice, but they are not allowed to dress for the game and they cannot travel with the team.
They must be present at home games, dressed in appropriate team attire and sit with their bench, under their
coach’s supervision.  If the student earns a grade below a “C” in any subject on the nine-week grade card, that
student is off the team for the remainder of that sport’s season.  Special consideration will be given during
tournament periods for the sake of the entire team.  If the student does not bring the grade average up to a “C” or
above by the end of the next three-week grading period, they will not be allowed to try-out for the following sport,
whether it is Basketball, Volleyball or Soccer.

A student may neither play nor practice unless he has attended school the entire day (8:20 - 3:10) except in cases
of medical appointments, funerals, etc.  Coming to school late due to sickness or tiredness will prohibit an athlete
from playing or practicing.

Student and parent spectators are expected to conduct themselves at athletic events in a manner which will not
bring reproach upon the school.  Parents who have difficulty exercising courtesy and restraint are asked not to
attend sports events.  W e do not want our reputation and testimony to be hurt in this way.

Any team member, cheerleader, or student representing Landmark Christian School should display a testimony
that is beyond reproach.  Any such conduct, demeanor or dress that brings reproach upon this school and the Lord
Jesus Christ will result in dismissal from that team or activity.

W e provide bus transportation to away games for our participants.  If a student is to ride home with their parents,
another student or family, due to liability in case of an accident, etc. written notification or permission should be
given to the coach or sponsor.
  
Spor ts Fee
  
There is a fee of $25.00 per student, per sport.  This fee is used to help defray the expense of hiring officials as
well as purchasing and maintaining the equipment.   This fee is due immediately upon a student making the team
in any of the sports programs. 
  
Parents must understand that there are certain risks inherent in any physical activity, whether it is recess, P.E. or
sports.  The parent must assume the liability for all expenses related to an injury resulting from their participation.
W e ask that parents agree to maintain proper insurance protection for their children and not sue this ministry in
the event of an injury.  Each student who participates in any athletic program at Landmark Christian School must
submit the Ath letic P arti c ipatio n /Paren ta l Consent/Physic al Exam inatio n  Form  before attending practice.  The
athletic director will provide this form to all interested participants.
  
STUDENT CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE
  
W hile discipline is basically positive training in the right direction (Proverbs 22:6), there is the negative side of
correction  requiring  adherence to rules.   W ithout  proper  discipline,  a Christian will never achieve God’s will in
his or her life.  Imposed discipline (outer discipline) helps to build self-discipline (inner discipline).
  
The parent, teacher, and the student must cooperate in order to have a successful product.  W e must each be
aware of attitudes that may tear down respect for another, or attitudes that will hinder confidence in another.
Communication will be the answer to most problems if the communication comes in the early stages of the
problem.
  
Dism issal
   
A student may be dismissed from the school at any time he is found to be out of harmony with the rules and
policies of the school.  If a child is disruptive and unresponsive to warnings and corrective measures taken by the
teacher and/or the school administration, the child’s parents will be called to school to correct the child.  The
adm ini s trat ion reserves the r ight  to di sm iss the s tude nt  i f  they determ ine that he or  she is  di s rupt ive and
unrespons ive to  co rre ctio n  and /o r is  hav ing  a detri m enta l effe c t upon  th e sp iri tu al and  soc ial atm osphere
o f th e schoo l.  The administration of Landmark Christian School will have the final authority in all disciplinary
actions.
  
Prohi bi ted Be havior
  
Students who smoke, use drugs, or any alcoholic beverages are not accepted a Landmark Christian School.  Any
student found with smoking material and/or drug paraphernalia could be expelled immediately.  Students will refrain
from discussing questionable music or groups, the use of drugs, alcohol, and any form of tobacco, aside from the
prescribed curriculum.
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W e allow students to bring reading books to school on ly if  they are on  the app rov ed r eadi ng  l ist  or  are requ ired
fo r res earch  AND appro ved  by t he teach er m ak ing  th e ass ignm en t.  There are to be no iPods, mp3 players,
cell phones or any other private form of electronics used for music or entertainment while at school or while
attending or participating in school activities.  Headphones or ear buds are not permitted at school or while
attending any school function, for any reason, at any time.  Any student bringing questionable books, magazines,
tapes, CD's, videos, DVD’s, personal electronics used for communication, music, or entertainment to school could
face immediate expulsion.
  
W e do not allow students to bring fireworks or any form of an explosive device to school.  Bringing a weapon of
ANY K IND (real o r to y) to school is against the law.  If a student brings a weapon, fireworks, or an explosive
device to school, they could face immediate expulsion and possible criminal action.  Landmark Christian School
will  report such a violation of law to the school’s liaison officer with the Henrico County Police Department.

Bod y Con tact
  
It is our responsibility to uphold and teach Biblical Christian morality.  W e do not permit body contact between
students at any time.

Detent ions
  
W e hold detention each Monday after school. Detentions are issued when a student receives too many demerits,
or if their behavior warrants discipline.  Students are to be in the gym, room 102, no later than 3:15 P.M.  Parents
must pick up the student at 4:00 P.M.  Detentions may be held on other afternoons if the offense warrants
immediate discipline.
   
W e have written these guidelines as a form of communication.  If a student is involved in certain infractions and
is hindering the overall program, expulsion would be considered for the betterment of our ministry.  Expulsion
means that  we will not allow the student to return to Landmark Christian School.  Landmark Christian School
administration reserves the right to make a determination of corrective action to be taken on a case-by-case basis.
The administration will have the final authority in disciplinary actions.

WORKING STUDENTS
  
In order for the students to gain the most from school, we ask that they not work more than sixteen hours per week,
Monday through Thursday.  Exceptions could be made for seniors, but must be cleared through the principal’s
office.

ALL -SCHOOL DRESS CODE
  
W hile we realize that the Bible does not specifically tell us how we should dress or how we should cut our hair, it
does give us some principles to follow.  In light of these principles, we must set an institutional standard for our
school.  General scriptural guidelines for dress are:
  1.) Modesty (I Timothy 2:9; II Timothy 2:22)

2.) Distinction (Deuteronomy 22:5; I Corinthians 11:14-15)
3.) Identification with the Lord and not with the world. (I Timothy 4:12; Romans 12:1-2; I John 2:15-16)
4.) Appropriate dress for the occasion

  
The following policies have been established to maintain a mode of dress for students who attend Landmark
Christian School.  More specific dress code requirements for students in grades seven through twelve may be
found in the high school student handbook. Unless otherwise notified, students will adhere to the above dress code
for all school related events and activities.   If we send a dress code slip home with a student, immediate attention
should be given to the stated problem.  The student will be removed from class when it is deemed necessary by
the teacher and/or the principal.
  
Stud ent  appar el shou ld b e as f ree as r easonab ly po ssi bl e from  ALL  w rit ing , incl ud ing  st atem ent s,
m essages , adverti sem en ts,  p ictu res , etc.   Landm ark  Chri sti an  Sch oo l sp iri t-w ear, o r appro priate  sp ort s
team  logo s are perm it ted.
  
Girls
  

1. Girls are not permitted to wear shorts or slacks to school.  Knee length, loose-fitting athletic shorts may
be worn to after school games provided they meet our school’s dress requirements.

2. Dresses and skirts must touch the floor while in an upright, kneeling position.  Skirts are to be worn at the
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waist.  A belt is required if the garment has belt loops.  If a skirt has a slit, the slit must not exceed the knee
cap.  W rap-a-round skirts, or skirts with a frayed hemline are not permitted.

3. Neck lines should be no lower than one hand’s width from the neck all the way around the neckline.  Tops
must completely cover the shoulders to a point outside of a traditional shoulder seam.  Tank tops are not
permitted.  Dresses and blouses may have only the top button open.  Sun dresses should be worn with
a blouse underneath.  UNDERGARMENTS OR BA RE MIDRIFFS SHOULD NOT SHOW AT ANY TIME.
SHORT CROPPED TOPS THAT WOULD EXPOSE A BA RE MIDRIFF (WHEN THE STUDENT MOVES,
BENDS OR SITS) OR OPEN BA CK DRESSES AND BL OUSES ARE NOT PERMITTED.

  
4. No sheer, see-through, or tight, form-fitting or revealing garments are to be worn.  Parents and students

are urged to use caution in selecting clothing made of spandex type material. 
  

5. Backless style shoes or shoes with heels greater than two inches are not to be worn by any student in K-4
through the sixth grade.  These types of shoes are very dangerous on stairways or on the playground.
Girls are allowed to wear sandals if they are fitted to the foot with a strap.  Girls in grades seven through
twelve will find additional guidelines for shoes in the high school handbook.

  
6. Large, dangling earrings, excessive or unusual jewelry are not permitted.  Earrings are to be worn in the

ear lobe only.  Cartilage piercing, body piercing, body art, and tattoos are not allowed.  Hair must be
combed above the eyebrows, look neat, clean and well groomed at all times.  Braids are not to be worn
in an unusual style or hang in the student’s face or eyes.  Hair color must be naturally occurring on
humans. 

  
7. Girls in grades seven through twelve should wear dark colored, knee-length, loose-fitting, sports shorts

in physical education classes, girls’ sports and cheerleading practice.  Girls will also need a heavy-weight,
white tee shirt and gym shoes.  Towels, gym bags, soap dishes, and all articles of clothing used in P.E.
classes must be labeled with name tags.  Students must use the combination lock provided by LCS for
P.E. and sports lockers.

  
Boys
  

1. Boys are to wear sports shirts with collars, or traditional style dress shirts in grades seven through twelve.
The shirt requirement will not apply if the student is wearing a winter weight sweater.  Heavyweight tee shirt
style shirts, that are in good condition, are permitted in lower grades (sixth and below).  Shirts must be
completely tucked in so the student’s belt is visible at all times.  Undergarments or midriffs should not show
at any time.

  
2. Boys should wear casual or dress slacks, or jeans that are clean and in good condition.  Pants cannot be

torn, frayed, too faded or be of an unusual design.  Boys must wear a belt.  Boys in seventh grade through
twelfth grade must not wear tight-fitting pants or pant styles with a “droopy”, low-waist-look.  Pan ts are  to
be w orn  at th e w ais t.  Boys are not permitted to wear short pants, sweat pants, athletic style pants of any
kind, jogging suits, camouflage, or military style clothing.

  
3. Sandals and backless style shoes are not permitted in any grade.  Athletic shoes are permitted only if they

are clean, in good condition, and are completely laced and tied at all times.  Boys must wear socks that
cover the ankles at all times.

  
4. Hats are not to be worn indoors at any time.

  
5. Hair styles must be neat and in good taste.  Long hair is not permitted.  Hair must be cut to a smooth taper

on all sides and cut to be kept off the ears, collar and eyebrows.  Hair should be kept clean, combed above
the eyebrows, and well groomed at all times.  Hair color must be naturally occurring on humans. Faddish
or unusual hair styles, such as hair sculptures, writing and designs, variegated bleaching or coloring, high
shaved sides and shaved heads are not permitted.

  
6. Beards, moustaches, or sideburns below the earlobe are not permitted.  Boys are expected to maintain

a cleanly shaven face.
  

7. Boys are not permitted to wear necklaces, bracelets, or earrings.  Cartilage piercing, body piercing, body
art, and tattoos are not allowed. 

  
8. Boys in grades seven through twelve should wear a white tee shirt, long, loose-fitting, dark colored sports

shorts, white socks, and gym shoes for P.E. class and sports practice.    Towels, gym bags, soap dishes,
and all articles of clothing used in P.E. classes must be labeled with name tags.  Students must use the
combination lock provided by LCS for P.E. and sports lockers.
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EVERY STUDENT IS SUBJECT TO IMMEDIATE COMPLIANCE
WITH THE SCHOOL’S DRESS CODE OR WITHDRAWAL.

Landmark Christian School is strongly opposed to students adopting faddish hair styles and dress styles.  The
administration will call parents to school if students attempt to wear their hair and/or clothes in a manner that we
deem to be inappropriate.  Parents will be asked to have the matter corrected immediately or withdraw their child
from school.  Final dec is ions  on que st iona ble cl ot hi ng,  hair s ty les , jew elry, or  m ake up  w il l  be m ade by  the
adm ini s trat ion.   Repeated i nf rac t ions  of  the dr ess code  m ay resul t  in expul s ion.

We ask th at p aren ts  and  guests  observ e th e schoo l d ress code w hen att end in g  Paren t-Teacher Fello w sh ip
m eeting s or  spor t ing  events .

NON-SCHOOL FUNCTIONS

The school will not be held responsible for any party or social function that is not officially approved, sponsored or
announced by the school.  All approved activities will be on the school calendar or previously announced in writing
by the school.

CELL PHO NE USE

Students are not permitted to use a cell phone in the school building before or during school time.  Text messaging
and face book are not appropriate while at school or participating in school activities.  After school, students should
not use cell phones until they have left the school property.  W e reserve the right to collect all cell phones for the
duration of any activity.

Any student who attempts to use a cell phone in school during school hours, school activities, or while traveling
to or from school events will result in disciplinary action.  If a student brings a cell phone to school, the cell phone
must be turned off and be secured in the student’s locker.  If a student brings a cell phone to class or the phone
rings while in a student’s locker, the teacher will confiscate the phone and report the incident to the school’s
administration.  Confiscated cell phones will only be returned to the student’s parents.  Students whose phone has
been confiscated may be asked not to bring a cell phone to school in the future.  “Forgetting” to turn off the cell
phone is not an excuse.  Those who choose to ignore these regulations could receive a suspension and may not
be allowed to represent Landmark Christian School in any function for the entirety of the school year.  Repeated
violations of the school’s cell phone use policy could result in their immediate ineligibility to attend Landmark
Christian School.

Use of a cell phone during a test or quiz for any reason (i.e. text messaging, photos, etc.) will automatically be
considered cheating.  At the sole discretion of the administration, appropriate academic and disciplinary action will
be taken.

No taking of or other use of cell phone photographs / videos is permitted during the school day.  Violation of this
prohibition is a serious discipline offense.  At the sole discretion of the administration, appropriate disciplinary action
will be taken.

Parents who need to contact their child during the school day for emergency purposes should call the school office
and the school’s staff will assist parents in communicating with their child in appropriate emergency situations.
